Registered to vote in Tioga County

17 years of age or older

Can speak, read and write the English language
Must NOT be an elected official

Training: $25.00
Primary/General Election: $200.00
Early Voting Weekend: $68.75
Early Voting Week Day: $106.25

HOURS

Primary or General Election:

6 a.m.—p.m. Inspectors report to their
assigned location no later than 5:00 a.m. to
prepare for 6 a.m. poll opening

Early Voting: Polls are open 5 hours on
weekend days and 8 hours on week days. Start
and end times variable.

Following close of polls, all election workers
assist in paperwork and packing up the poll site
supplies.

TRAINING

Mandatory attendance at annual 3-hour
session, inspector manual is provided

Hands-on training with voting machines and
electronic poll books

Additional training may be necessary as new
laws and new technologies are implemented

RESPONSIBILITIES OF ELECTION INSPECTORS

Set up & take down poll site

Open and close voting machines
Verify voter eligibility

Ensure proper ballot is issued to voter
Assist voter as needed

Complete district election results paperwork

We require approximately 250 inspectors to serve in
Tioga County.
